THE PROCESSIONAL 

Procession for Weddings with Mass
Prior to the procession, the priest greets the couple at the door. This is intended to be an informal and friendly greeting, not something for the entire assembly to hear (if a microphone is being used, it should be turned off).

Because many in the assembly may want to be more attentive to the procession

than to a worship aid, a familiar hymn, a common hymn tune, or a psalm or

hymn in responsorial form may be used.

SCRIPTURE READINGS: Please refer to the Marriage website which contains the Scripture readings.  Generally, someone is chosen to read the first reading, and the second reading prior to the Gospel.  Readers should be experienced in public proclamation.  They should be given copies of the Scripture readings in advance so they can familiarize themselves with the readings they will proclaim.

NOTE: The readings for the wedding Liturgy will be in a notebook lectionary placed on the ambo (pulpit).  Readers should NOT bring up their reading(s) on a piece of paper since the word of God should always be proclaimed with proper honor.

The Exchange of Consent (Vows)
At St. Mary's, following the three questions, the presider usually invites the bride and groom (along with the attendants) to come up the steps of the altar for the exchange of consent (vows).  The couple turns toward each other in front of the altar, facing the assembly.  They join their right hands.  The presider stands on the floor facing the bride and groom.  The attendants cascade down the steps on either side of the bride and groom.

Reception of Consent

After the couple exchanges their consent (vows), the cantor then invites those present to praise God by repeating the sung refrain of the  “Alleluia.” 
Blessing and Giving of Rings

The Eucharistic Prayer
The Eucharistic Prayer is the Church's great prayer of thanksgiving.  The presider prays this prayer in the name of the assembly.  The assembly responds to the prayer through acclamations: the Holy, Holy; the Mystery of Faith; and the Great Amen.  It is most appropriate that the assembly sing these acclamations.  Please consult with the St. Mary's organist/pianist who will play at your wedding or with the director of music at St. Mary's (if you are having guest musicians) for the musical settings that would be familiar to a majority of the people attending your wedding.  

NOTE:  Family and friends should be encouraged to respond to the sung and spoken parts of the Mass.  The Liturgy lacks a spirit of celebration when responses are weak.

Communion Rite
Lord's Prayer
The Communion Rite begins with the Lord's Prayer.  Because this prayer belongs to the assembly, it is said or sung by everyone.  It is never sung by a soloist. 

Nuptial Blessing
The presider remains at the altar and extends his hands over the couple for the Nuptial Blessing.

Sign of Peace

Before we approach the altar to receive the Body and Blood of Christ, we offer to those around us a sign of the peace and unity we share with one another as a community of faith.  At the sign of peace, the couple usually goes to the bride's parents first and then to the groom's parents.  It works well when the parents step into the center aisle to greet the bride and groom.  (Quiet instrumental music should be played during this time.)
Lamb of God/Agnus Dei
As the presider breaks the Eucharistic bread for Communion, the Lamb of God is sung.  It is best to use the same musical setting as the other acclamations.

Communion
Communion is usually ministered to the assembly under both forms (the Body and Blood of Christ).  As stated previously, the couple is to select the Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion for their wedding Liturgy.  If possible, they should be present at the rehearsal.


NOTE:  If Communion is distributed under both forms, three Extraordinary Ministers 


are needed.  (This is the preferred way.)  If Communion is distributed 

under one form, one Extraordinary Minister is needed. Extraordinary Ministers must be commissioned Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion already in his/her parish.

The Extraordinary Ministers come to the altar immediately after the priest has placed the Body of Christ on his tongue. As the assembly comes forward to receive Communion, there should be a Communion Hymn sung by the assembly.  The hymn should have a simple refrain (antiphonal in nature).  The music should reflect the sacredness of the Communion Rite.

After distributing Communion, the patens (plates) are placed on the altar. Chalices are taken to the small table near the door of the west sacristy. The Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion then return to their places in the assembly.

Prayer After Communion

Once Communion is completed, a period of silence is observed by all.  The presider will then stand and lead the assembly in the Prayer After Communion.

Concluding Rite
Blessing over the People 
The presider concludes the wedding Liturgy with a blessing over the assembly.

Receiving Line/Reception
It is preferable to have the receiving line at the place where the reception will be held.  In some cases, the bride and groom choose to dismiss the people from their pews.  Other couples greet people at the back of the church with the ushers dismissing the people.  What seems to work best is when the couple and their attendants go to the parish hall while the people are dismissed by the ushers. The couple then leaves by the main exit of the church and proceeds through the gathering of guests in the front of the church.

Clean-Up

It is imperative that at least one person be designated to make sure all programs, wedding flowers, boxes, unity candles, etc. are removed from the church after the wedding celebration has ended.  For your convenience, a dumpster is located on the north side of the church near the alley.  It is especially important that the floor area between the altar and the front pews be free of flower petals, threads, beads, etc. left over from the wedding ceremony.  A vacuum is available in the east sacristy.  Since oftentimes another wedding Liturgy or the Saturday evening Mass follows a wedding, we need to make sure the church is ready for the next celebration.

NUPTIAL BLESSING
The nuptial blessing “interrupts” the usual flow after the Eucharistic Prayer. Immediately after the Lord’s Prayer, the usual prayers that follow are omitted and the special nuptial blessing is prayed over the couple.  After the presider’s introduction, there is a pause for silence as your family and friends pray for you.  Note that as part of this blessing the Holy Spirit is being invoked on you – just as the Spirit is invoked on the gifts of bread and wine at Eucharist, on those to be baptized or confirmed, and on those being ordained for ministry in the Church.  The prayer ends with a reminder that what we do her has eternal consequences; that the joy and hope and love that we celebrate now is but a foreshadowing of what awaits us in God’s Reign.

O God, who by your mighty power created all things out of nothing, 
and, when you had set in place the beginnings of the universe, 
formed man and woman in your own image, 
making the woman an inseparable helpmate to the man, 
that they might no longer be two, but one flesh, 
and taught that what you were pleased to make one must never be divided;
